After discussion about vacating the alley from East Grant to East Custer, Good motioned to vacate the alley. 
Each property owner will be given the opportunity to have the alley surveyed and purchased for $10.00 per 

property owner, including the closing costs. Tisdale seconded the motion. Motion carried, Ayes 5, Nays 0. 
Perisho motioned to allow the Mayor and City Clerk cash the following CD’s if needed: 9888 – $14,916.87
